SUNDAY SERVICES DURING EASTER

The Great Fifty Days of Easter extend from Easter Eve through the Feast of
Pentecost (May 19 this year). During Easter we omit the Confession and Absolution as a
reminder that Christ’s resurrection redeems us from sin and death. The Easter Blessing
reminds us that we are redeemed by Christ and sent into the world to serve the Risen
Lord.

TODAY’S MUSIC

This morning’s prelude received its premiere at Trinity on Maundy Thursday. Its
companion piece, a postlude on the same tune, received its premiere last Friday at Hyde
Park Community Methodist Church, where their composer Brenda Portman is Resident
Organist. Dr. Portman received her undergraduate degree from Wheaton College, her
Master’s from Northwestern University, and her Doctor of Musical Arts degree from the
University of Cincinnati’s College-Conservatory of Music. Her organ compositions are
widely published. Today’s prelude is being published by Augsburg this month. She has
developed a national reputation as a composer. The organ studio of Dr. Chris Young at
Indiana University recently played a recital of her music.

Arthur Hutchings (1906-1989) was known as a musicologist, professor of music
and composer. His scholarship varied from Purcell to the Mozart piano concertos to
Edmund Rubbra. He taught at Durham University and the University of Exeter. He mostly
wrote Anglican church music, including various anthems and a Magnificat & Nunc Dimittis
in B minor (1934), organ music (the four Seasonal Preludes of 1984, each based on a
popular hymn tune), and a large scale choral work, O quanta qualia, for double chorus,
brass band and orchestra.
